on 23.3.2017 the Plaintiff submitted a Claim, and a Reguest to Approve the Claim as a
Class Action against the Respondent under C.A 51135-03-17 (Hence Forth: the “Request
For Approval”) according to the Class Action Law, 5766--2006 (Hence forth: The “Class
Action Law”). In the Request for dpproval , the Plaintiff argued that the Respondent

misled the general public and breached duties required of them according to the Class

Action Law, the Consumer Protection Law, 5741-1981 and other laws stated in the Claim,

when the Respondent distributed to consumers 800 gram packages of frozen green broad

beans from which arose a concern that they may have contained tiny insects.

on 10.6.2017 the Respondent submitted a Response to the Request for Approval , under

which it argued that the Reguest for Approval should be denied, for amongst others

reasons, the adequate work methods and quality control practices used in the
manufacturing process, the rarity of the relevant defect, that this was the first time the said
defect has occurred, and due to the fair and appropriate actions taken from the time that
the Respondent learnt of the concerns regarding an alleged defect in the Product - and by
notifying the authorities, implementing their instructions, publishing notices to the public,
granting compensation to consumers and collecting and destroying the Product, whilst
bearing the significant costs required for said purpose. Simultaneously, the Respondent
argued that if it is deemed responsible for the alleged Product defect then the responsibility
should be placed on the supplier from which it purchased the beans used to manufacture

the Product,

in parallel to submitting a Response to the Request for Approval, the Respondent also asked

for, and received permission, to serve a Notice to a Third Party to the supplier, whom it

argues is responsible for the alleged defect found in the Product,

the parties have conducted negotiations with the intent of reaching understandings and in
order to settle the dispute between them, without exhausting the proceeding to its very end,

and without admitting to the claims brought by each party against the other.

the parties are of the opinion that the Setflement Agreement is “appropriate, fair and
reasonable " with public benefit to the Group, and that it represents the appropriate balance

of interests, risks and benefits of each of the sides involved.
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Now Therefore the Parties Hereby Agree As Follows:

1. General

1.1. The Preamble and the Attachments hereto are integral parts of this Agreement (Combined, they

are referred to as the “Agreement™).

1.2. The sections marked in this Agreement, and the headlines allocated to each section, are solely

used for convenience purposes and shall not be used to interpret the intent of this Agreement,
1.3. This Agreement represents the entirety of all the representations and agreements between the
parties and is drafted for signatory purposes, and neither party shall claim that there are any

representation and/or claims that are not addressed in this Agreement.

2. The Group and the Claims

2.1. The parties agree that the Group over which this Settlement Agreentent shall apply shall be defined

as follows:

“Any person in Israel that has purchased the Product, frozen green broad beans
in 800 gram packages manufactured by the Respondent for which it was
publicized on 22.3.2017 that there may be a concern of tiny insect contamination

in some of the seeds within the Product”

2.2. The arguments made in the Claim leading to this Sestlement Agreement shall include all the claims

listed in the Request for Approval including amongst others :

2.2.1.Misleading public consumers, breach of the duty to disclose, and breach of the responsibility
for misleading packaging according to Section 2, 4 and 6 of the Consumer Protection Law,
5741-1981.

2.2.2.Breach of Section 2 (a) of the Defective Products (Liability) Law 5740-1980.

The parties agree to ask the Honorable Court to order that where necessary, the Reguest for
Approval should be amended to include the definition of the Group, and the claims themselves,

so that they comply with the above stated agreements.

. Declarations and Undertakings by the Parties

The parties hereby declare that, subject to the approval of this Agreement by the court, there is no
legal obstacle contractual or other reason for the parties to enter into this Agreement and to carry

out the obligations undertaken hereto,

The parties hereby declare that nothing in this Agreement constitutes an admission by either party,
or by anyone on their behalf, to any of the claims and/or demands made by one party to the other
in the Claims made during the proceedings, the Request for Approval, the Responses and Notice

to a Third Party.

For the purpose of this Settlement Agreement, and for this purpose only, the parties agree that the

claims listed in the Reguest for Approval raise material questions of fact or law that are common

to the members of the Group defined above.

The parties hereby agree that the Claim, the Request for Approval and the Notice to a Third

Larty filed against the Respondent and the Third Party shall be denied.

. Respondent and Third Party Undertakings

The Third Party will pay the Class Action Special Purpose Fund established according to Section
27a of the Class Action Law, an amount equal to 200,000 NIS, within 30 days from the date that

this Settlement Agreement becomes a binding and final judgment, and this to end accounts

between the parties regarding the subject matter thereof.

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4.2. The selective testing procedures of the broad beans used for manufacturing the Product have now
been refined, so that they include testing within the broad beans themselves, and the Third Party
undertakes to follow these procedures in the future.

Authorized Recommendations to Pay Legal Fees to Plaintiff Counsel

5.1. The Parties hereby recommend to the Honorable Court, that the Third Party pay compensation
and legal fees to the Plaintiff, and to the Plaintiff’s Counsel the total amount of 100,000 NIS (One
Hundred thousand NIS) including VAT, divided 30,000 NIS to the Plaintiff as as remuneration
for leading the case, and 70,000 NIS to Plaintiff Counsel as legal fee, and this to end accounts

between the parties regarding the subject matter thereof.

Approval of the Settlement Agreement

6.1, Within 21 days from the execution of this Agreement, the parties will notify the court regarding

its execution, and will ask the Honorable Coutt to approve the following;

6.1.1.The court will approve this Agreement and shall grant the Agreement the status of a Class

Action Judgment.

6.1.2.As may be required, the Request for Approval and the Notice to a Thid Party will be amended

with regards to the definition of the Group and the claims made so that it will comply with

the agreements listed above,

6.1.3.The court will instruct that under the given circumstances there is no need to appoint an

Expert, as required under Section 19 (b) (1) of the Class Action Law.

6.1.4.The court will instruct a notice to be published regarding the Motion to Approve A Settlement
Agreement, at the expense of the Third Party in two daily newspapers in the form attached

hereto as Appendix A of this Settlement Agreement.

6.1.5,After affording final judgement status to the Settlenent Agreement the Honorable Court will

order a second notice to be published in two daily newspapers within 45 days, according to

Section 25 (a) (4) of the Class Action Law, in an acceptable form approved in advance by

the Honorable Court.

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6.1.6.The court will adopt the authorized recommendations listed hereto, and will grant

compensation to the Plaintiff and Legal Fees to the Plaintiff Counsel accordingly.

6.1.7.The court will order the denial of the Claim, the Request for Approval and the Notice to a

Third Parfy against the Respondent and the Third Party.

7. Exemption From the Group

7.1. This Agreement will not be valid upon any member of the Group that submits a request according
to which they are not interested that this Agreement apply to them, and that the court approves

the said exemption from the Group (the “Exemption Request™).

7.2, An Exemption Request according to this Settlement Agreement will be sent by the interested party

in writing to the secretariat of the court with a copy, sent by registered mail, to the parties

reptesentatives, within 45 days from the date of the publication of the Notice to the general public

regarding the Motion to Approve the Settlement Agreement or within any other timeframe set by
the court.

8. Final Judgement

8.1. Approval of this Settlement Agreement by the Honorable Court by means of a final judgement

shall constitute a Final Judgement for the entirety of the Group as defined above, including the

Plaintiff, and between the Respondent and the Third Party with regards to all the claims relating
to the Claim, the Request for Approval and the Notice to a Third Party including the claims listed

above,

9. Termination of the Settlement Agreement

9.1. This Agreement is final and shall bind the parties from the execution date, and is non-terminable by

either of the parties, except under the following circumstances:

9.1.1.In the event that the court does not approve this Settlement Agreement or recommends

material modifications that are not acceptable to either of the parties, then the parties will be
entitled to terminate this Agreement at their own exclusive and absolute discretion, after

notifying the other parties in writing,

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9.1.2.In the event that one of the parties exercises their right to terminate this Seztlement Agreement

as described above, and/or in any other event that this Seftlement Agreement is not approved

by the court, then this Setlement Agreement, including its appendices and drafis, shall be
deemed null and void and without legal validity, and shall be barred from exhibition
including, without limitation, during a Claim and/or any other legal proceeding, and its

9.1.4.In the event that the Honorable Court will approve over 50 Exemption Requests submitted
by members of the Group, the Third Party will be entitled to terminate this Agreement by
written notification to the court and the legal counsel of the opposing party within 10 (ten)

days from the timeframe listed for members of the Group to ask for exemptions.

10. Miscellaneous

10.1. All expenses and/or other payments required for the purpose of approving or implementing
this Settlement Agreement, shall apply to the Third Party alone including the expenses relating to

publishing notice about the Motion to Approve a Settlement Agreement and including the costs

associated with appointing an Expert, if said Expert is appointed,

10.2. Upon execution of this Settlement Agreement, all other agreements, draft agteements,

memorandums of understanding, declarations, promises and commitments, exchanged between
the parties and/or their representatives prior to the execution of this Agreement if such were made
(whether verbally or in writing) shall be null and void. All drafts of the Agteement and

correspondence between the parties with regards to this Sestlement Agreement are non-binding,

and shall not be used for interpreterory purposes, shall not be submitted to court and shalf not be

submitable as evidence in any judicial proceeding.

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10.3. For the avoidance of doubt it is hereby clarified that if an appeal is filed over a judgment

handed down approving the Settlement Agreement, and the appeal is accepted, the proceedings

will continue from the phase reached before submission to court of the Motion to Approve a

Settlement Agreement, and all existing arguments shall be afforded to each party.
